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Dear sisters and brothers, grace to you and peace from God the Father and our risen Lord and 
Savior Jesus Christ.  Amen. 
 
Happy Summer!  I cannot believe that we are already in July and that before we know it plans 
will be being made for our Sunday school next fall.  Summer is an interesting time in the 
church- a time when we often see different visitors who are here for vacation and a time when 
we don’t see as often our regular attendees, as many of you vacation and travel as well.  As I 
was thinking about this summer, and us all traveling and being busy with “summer stuff”, I 
wondered what this season might be about for us at Advent.  In response to that wonderment I 
decided to embark upon a five week sermon series focusing on Discipleship.  Though we are 
all busy, and though many of us will be traveling and missing a Sunday here and there, this  
theme will give us an opportunity to dig in a little bit into what makes us, as the body of Christ, 
different in the world.  Discipleship- the act of following our Lord, sets us apart from other 
groups that serve.  We have God…we have a Lord that loved us to the point of death and our 
service…our response is rooted in that gift.  So this summer I want to challenge all of us to 
really think about how we live out our life in Christ and to maybe even step it up a bit. 
 
Discipleship seems to be one of those words which often get overused in the church.  We tend 
to speak of it almost in a way that assumes we all really know what it means, when I think most 
of us have hardly paused to consider what impact it has on our life.  The first Sunday we talked 
about it, the responses you gave to what discipleship is truly warmed my heart.  You get it- by 
definition you understand it but I think we all can speak a good game yet the temptation is to let 
it stop there.  Discipleship is a way of life, is the identity that you put on as a child of God and is 
incredibly difficult.  But the words of Scripture make it clear that when Christ invites you to 
follow he invites your entire being, not just the parts you want to give.  Discipleship is being 
before doing, maturity before ministry, and character before career.  So this summer, think a bit 
about how you are doing in living out this life after you have said “I believe”.  Challenge yourself 
and your family to pray about where God might need you to go and talk about how this sounds 
and how it feels.  If you don’t have anyone to talk to in your immediate family, talk to your family 
at church or your pastor.  I believe dear friends that we truly are on the verge of another special 
movement here in the Lake Ann Community and that it begins in each one of you.  Simply put; 
if we take our faith seriously and are open to where God is leading look out, for big things are in 
store. 
 
As I think about this call of discipleship a couple of scripture texts stand out.  I am going to use 
these readings for my prayer life this summer and invite you to do the same.  Read them every 
day perhaps and pray on what God is saying to you through them.  First, Luke 9: 23-25, where 
Jesus gives the instruction of what it means to follow him by lifting up the importance of denying 
one’s self.  And second, John 13: 34-35, where Jesus, after washing the disciples’ feet explains 
the new commandment of loving one another above all things.  Friends in Christ, please pray 
and be open to where God is leading you and then, when summer is over share what you have 
learned!  God is leading…God is calling…what do you hear?

     Special Thanks    
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From the Council President 
 

On Sunday June 6
th
 at a special congregational meeting a revised Advent budget for the remainder of 2010 was 

approved by the membership. Our community is experiencing the impact of the downturn in the national economy and 
some of our brothers and sisters in Christ are dealing with the realities of this difficult time. A Council review of income for 
the first quarter of the year showed that we are not meeting the anticipated income that the Council used to establish the 
2010 budget. A thorough study of this trend indicated that a serious deficit could occur if the trend continued through the 
remainder of the year. To insure that our financial condition does not become a burden to our mission, the Council 
suggested a proactive change to spending for the remainder of 2010. A reduction of just over $39,000 was put to a vote 
and was approved unanimously by the congregation. It was explained that this reduction is a temporary deferment and if 
income improves, the Council will readdress spending based on original budgeted items. A repayment plan at year-end 
will be based on the following priority: 
  

1. Synod Support 
2. Salaries 
3. Mileage reimbursement increased by $.05 

 
This plan requires that each committee review the budget and adjust to the new plan. Copies of the revised plan are 
available in the office.  
 
 Advent has set and accomplished many goals in our short history and I am sure God is saying, “Good job faithful 
servants, now look ahead to new endeavors, new challenges and press towards new things I have for you to do in Lake 
Ann.” This is a small bump in the road of our history so let us strive together to meet the future with Christ at our side.
